Seasonal Makeup Trends

blush. If you find bronzers are, well - just
too bronzy for your personal style, try a
tinted moisturizer instead.

The look for eyes this season is vintage
with a modern flair. Think of Audrey
Hepburn in Breakfast at Tiffany’s. This
look can be achieved by lining the upper
lash line only and slightly extending the
liner just past the outer corner of the eye.
If you need more of an eye lift, slightly
angle the liner upwards toward the temple.
You can use a liquid liner or eye pencil to
create this look, but our new favorite is
Gel Liner.

Smooth and subtle eye shadows
and well defined brows round off this
season’s fashionable, vintage look, but
what about lips? ...

In keeping with the new vintage glam look,
strong lip color and lip liner is
back. Use lip liner to line edges and define
lip shape. Liners should match lipstick
color. For extra color dimension, highlight
lips with an accentuating shade in the
center of your lips. Before updating your
lip color collection keep in mind the
following tips ...

Lip Tip #1 Because color draws focus to
your lips, you'll want to keep your lips
healthy and moist with regular exfoliation
and lip moisturizer. Gently buff lips with a
wash cloth and then follow up with a drop
of moisturizer. Our favorite lip treatment
continues to be Vo-liptuous because of its
hydrating benefit and its ability to plump
up cells, to fill out every line and wrinkle
while adding volume.

Lip Tip #2 Strong lip colors can draw
attention to less than pearly white teeth, so
be careful to avoid colors that make your
teeth appear more yellow or stained.
Generally speaking, peachy-pink hues
and colors with blue undertones
make teeth appear more white.
While some orange-reds, plums, and brown
shades accentuate stained teeth. You'll
learn what works best for you by simply
trying on different colors and checking your
smile out in front of a mirror.

So, have fun - experiment with tints,
colors, and bronzers. Play with different
eyeliners and practice new techniques.
